International Students without a student visa:

· Any dancer interested in the Merce Cunningham Studio may choose to follow the Open Program, which offers flexible enrollment. 

· Students already in New York who wish to apply for the full-time Visa program are requested to complete ten classes or more in the Open Program and submit an Enrollment Application. 

· The faculty and administration will determine if the full-time program is appropriate for them. Should they require a student visa, they may need to apply for a transfer of visa, or return to their home country and re-enter with the proper visa.

· If a dancer holds another non-immigrant visa such as a Tourist Visa (B-2) it is possible to apply for a transfer to F-1 student status if requirements for admission are met. A B-2 Visa may only be extended for a total time period of 6 months.
Students coming for our Winter Intensive Program or Summer Intensive Program may be advised to apply for a Visa Waiver if they plan to stay in the United States for 90 days or less and also plan to travel. A Visa Waiver may NOT be extended at all.  If the student receives a government scholarship for any short-term study, a student visa (F-1 or J-1) is often required.
